The Women’s Movement for justice has been considered by Hon’ble Mrs. Justice Gyan Sudha Misra, Chief Justice, Jharkhand High Court –cum-Patron-in-Chief, JHALSA and Hon’ble Mr. Justice M.Y. Eqbal, Judge, Jharkhand High Court and Executive Chairman, Jharkhand State Legal Services Authority as the most important in the ongoing violence faced by Women, which often takes the form of sexual, mental or physical abuse, killings and clashes. The impact on women and girls is far greater because of their status in society and their sex. 
As a consequence, a part of the endorsement of the Women’s Cause, Jharkhand State Legal Services Authority (JHALSA) organised a Workshop on the Protection of Women from Domestic Violence in collaboration with Multi Action Research Group (MARG)- a Non-Governmental Organization based in Delhi, who has been engaged in the Project of Access to Justice for marginalized people by Department of Justice and UNDP under the aegis of NALSA. The participants of the programme were lawyers from Legal Aid Panel Lawyers, Jharkhand High Court and Ranchi Civil Court along with Child Development Programme Officers (CDPOs) who have been designated as Protection Officers under the Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act, 2005.

The said seminar continued for 2 days i.e. on 20th and 21st of Feb., 2010 and it provided the participants to raise awareness on the protection of Women from Domestic Violence.


This Seminar has been very successful in securing the basic right of all women to a violence free home in tune with the object of Women’s Access to Justice legally empowering the Women.


Mrs. Vrinda Grover, Executive Director, MARG and her team members took keen interest in organizing the programme and made it highly meaningful for ensuring Women’s Access to Justice.


The Workshop commenced with the inaugural address of Hon’ble Mr. Justice M.Y. Eqbal, Judge, Jharkhand High Court and Executive Chairman, Jharkhand State Legal Services Authority and Hon’ble Mr. Justice Amareshwar Sahay, Judge, Jharkhand High Court and Chairman, High Court Legal Services Committee, Ranchi followed by release of book (A guide on PWDVA published by MARG). The participants including the lawyers and CDPOs were apprised of the objective of the said programme by Mrs. Vrinda Grover, Exe. Director, MARG.


Subsequently, the Workshop was held into different Sessions. 

Session-I dealt with discussions on Gender Perspective on Domestic Violence and Myths and Facts regarding Prevalence of domestic Violence and attitude of Society followed by screening of documentary film on Witch Craft titled ‘Kahani Phoolbasia ki’. Session-II started with the introductory address by Sri A.V. Singh, Director, Judicial Academy regarding Women’s rights and Protection of Women against Domestic Violence.
During Session-III discussions were made on definitions and relief provided within the law under Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act.

In Session-IV & V, various case studies were discussed in the light of the procedures provided within the law and problems that may be encountered while using the law.

In the last session i.e. Session-VI,  an open session was held to discuss on the experience of using the Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act, 2005 and the entire house was divided into 6 groups and they were assigned with the case law in order to formulate the law in best possible recourse to the aggrieved Women under the various provisions of “ The Protection of Women against Domestic Violence Act, 2005 and each group after having discussion among themselves presented their case to the delegates of the house. The final session of Valedictory Address delivered by Hon’ble Mrs. Justice Jaya Roy, Judge, Jharkhand High Court and followed by distribution of certificates for the successful completion of the workshop to the participants.
